Readings

Wisdom 12: 13, 16-19 Notice the detailed description of God’s
attributes: God is just, strong, sovereign; a mild and lenient judge;
powerful; our teacher and our source of hope. This reading might
be used to invite people to reflect on their image of God and on
how that image might need to grow and develop.

Romans 8:26-27 A wonderful reminder that prayer is not
primarily a matter of choosing the correct words. We can pray only
if God’s Spirit is at work in us, and the heart of prayer is something
deeper than words.

Mt 13: 24-43 Jesus makes it clear that evil doesn’t merely coexist
with good: the flourishing of evil along with good is part of God’s
plan.

Seeing your Life through the Lens of the Gospel: Mt: 13:24-43

1. The owner of the field who allowed the wheat and the darnel to
grow together is a reminder to us to be patient with ourselves and
with others when we see that not everything is right. Sometimes a
preoccupation with the negative (the darnel) can blind us to the
positive in our own lives and in the lives of others. When have you
found that a willingness to live with the messiness of the present
created the conditions for future growth?

2. Have you ever found that it was through accepting the darnel
that you learned important lessons for life, e.g., learning through
mistakes, stupid questions, or foolish risks?

3. The parables of the mustard seed and the leaven are reminders
that seemingly insignificant things can have very positive results.
Have you ever been surprised by the benefit to yourself or others
of a kind gesture, a small initiative, or a word of encouragement?

Trocaire

Trécaire has launched an urgent appeal for supporters to return
donations from their Trécaire boxes online or over the phone, warning
that a 60% decline in donations to its Lenten Appeal has put many of
its life-saving programmes at risk.

The charity’s biggest fundraising campaign has been severely affected
by the Covid-19 pandemic, with many supporters unable to return their
Trécaire boxes due to ongoing restrictions.

Trocaire’s Lenten Appeal raises approximately €8m each year. Two-
thirds of this money comes from Trocaire boxes distributed through
schools and parishes. Travel and social restrictions — including the
closure of schools and parishes — means most boxes have not been
returned this year.

Trécaire today warned that unless donations from the boxes are
returned, it is facing a massive funding crisis that will impact directly
on the 3 million people who rely on its work overseas.

Information and awareness is important to prevent the spread of COVID-19.

Trocaire CEO Caoimhe de Barra said:

“People all over Ireland fill their Trécaire boxes to support the world’s
poorest people, but the closure of schools and churches means that
support is not getting through.

“Thousands of boxes are sitting in homes across Ireland. Unless these
generous donations are returned, we won't be able to provide life-
saving support to some of the poorest people in the world.

“We are asking our supporters to please ‘make your Trocaire box
count’. Please count or estimate what is in your box and donate the
equivalent amount online, over the phone or via post. Many parishes
have their own local arrangements in place for collecting Trocaire
boxes, so people can also contact their local parish to see if it is
possible to return their box within social distancing guidelines.”

In addition to its vital ongoing programmes, Trocaire is also
responding to the Covid-19 crisis. The virus is present in all 20
countries where Trocaire provides support. The charity is responding
by providing support in all regions, including 11 countries in Africa -
approx 100,000 Coronavirus cases have been confirmed on the
continent so far.

Trocaire’s response includes providing soap, water and hand-washing
stations, supporting quarantine facilities and funding expert medical
care.

Trocaire CEO Caoimhe de Barra said: “The funding crisis comes at a
time when we are working to reduce the spread of the Coronavirus in
all 20 countries where we provide support. People in countries like
Somalia and South Sudan are incredibly vulnerable to this virus, while
lockdowns and travel restrictions have plunged millions more into
extreme poverty.

“The contents of each and every Trocaire box, no matter how small,
come together to make a significant difference to the lives of the
people we help. We have done — and continue to do — so much to
protect each other. Now it is time to protect the world’s most
vulnerable.”
